FIRST:

The objects and purposes for which this corporation is formed are as follows:


To carry on a general banking business in 




, 




 County, Wyoming, and at such other places as may be authorized by law, and in accordance with said objects, the corporation shall have such powers to do all things incidental thereto, or which at any time hereafter or at any place where the corporation shall carry on business as usual and customary in the business of banking.  The corporation is organized for no other purpose than the accomplishment of legitimate and lawful objects.


To do, conduct and transact generally the business of a commercial bank and to do all things and exercise all powers and perform all functions which a commercial bank is authorized or empowered to do, exercise or perform under and by virtue of the laws of the State of Wyoming, or which it may be by law hereafter authorized to do, exercise or perform; to receive deposits of money, deal in commercial paper, to make loans thereon, lend money on real or personal property, discount bills, notes or other commercial paper and to buy and sell securities, gold and silver bullion, foreign coins or bills of exchange, and to do all the things in this paragraph set forth as such commercial bank and in so far as is consistent with the laws of the State of Wyoming.


To conduct the business of a commercial bank, as hereinbefore set forth, in and as separate or different departments of the corporations or bank, in the manner authorized by the laws of the State of Wyoming, or in any manner that may hereafter be authorized or required by the laws of the State of Wyoming.


To establish, maintain and conduct a branch or branches of the commercial department, savings department, trust department, or safe deposit department, or either or any of the departments, in accordance with the laws of the State of Wyoming now or hereafter enacted.


To combine the business of a commercial bank, savings business, loan and trust business and safe deposit business or any of them, in the manner authorized by the laws of the State of Wyoming, or in any manner that may hereafter be authorized by the laws of the State of Wyoming.


To do all acts and things that a banking corporation, having a commercial department, savings department, trust department, or safe deposit department, or either or any of the departments, may lawfully do.

THIRD:

TENTH:

ELEVENTH:
The corporation shall indemnify every office or director, his heirs, executors and administrators, against expenses reasonable incurred or liability incurred by such director or officer in connection with any claim, action, suit or proceeding to which such officer or director may be made a party by reason of his being or having been a director or officer of the corporation, except in relation to matters as to which he shall be finally adjudged in such claim, action, suit, or proceeding to be liable for fraud or willful misconduct.  The foregoing right of indemnification shall not exclude any other rights to which such director or officer may be entitled under appropriate laws.


Provided, however, that such indemnification shall not apply to expenses, penalties, or other payments incurred in connection with an administrative proceeding or action instituted by a regulatory agency which proceeding or action results in a final order assessing civil money penalties or requiring affirmative action by such person in the form of payments to the institution.  Advance payment of legal and other fees will be prohibited in the case of administrative proceedings and actions instituted by a regulatory agency.
